It is difficult to list all the names of John's children, as
the 1830 census lists only the names of the heads of house-
holds, the age and sex of its members. By following the fam-
ily to the 1850 Crawford Co. census of Arkansas and by the
ages and the common names given, we can nearly complete
his family.

Much of the information has been confirmed by descen-
dents of these families. Without the much needed help of
these wonderful people, this book would not have been pos-
sible.

I am compelled to give credit where credit is due. First, I
want to thank Penny Rutherford for the help and time she
has given. Without her backing and support, I would prob-
ably still be "thinking" about doing this book.

To Faye Goodner, I want to express my thanks for the
information she sent which substantiated my facts and help-
ed me locate others sooner.

Last, but certainly not least, I want to thank all those,
too numerous to name, who were kind enough to return their
family sheets, for their pictures, and stories, giving me an in-
sight into the lives of these families to which this book is
about, and for giving me an idea of what life in Winfrey Val-
ley must have been like.

COMING TO AMERICA

During the 1750's, there were five Bentz brothers who
migrated to America. They lived along the Rhine

River in the beautiful part of Germany known as Bavaria.
During the years these brothers lived in Germany, it

was under the rule of the "Holy Roman Empire" which
lasted from 926 to 1806. It was in theory a revival of the
western Roman Catholic church.

Francis I was ruler of the Roman Empire when the
Bentz brothers began their migration to America. No
doubt the political oppression, devastating wars and religi-
ous persecution during this time in Germany was a larqe
factor in their decision to leave their homeland.

Probably leaving home together they made their way
to Rotterdam, Netherlands, navigating the Rhine River, a
trip lasting up to six weeks. Upon reaching Rotterdam,
there were months of waiting to obtain passage aboard a
ship to take them to America. It was here the brothers be-
gan their separate trips.

Once aboard the overcrowded ships they sailed for an
English port which entailed another several weeks delay,
while waiting for inspection and good sailing weather.
Even with good weather, the trip from here to Philadelphia
took up to two months. The conditions which the Ger-
mans endured were no better than those who came to
America in 1710. (See Vaughts --The Palatine Story.)

Upon reaching Philadelphia these poor Germans again
endured another long wait while health officials checked
each passenger for any commutable diseases. Once cleared
for health problems they were then sworn to allegiance to
the King of Britian and their passage to be paid for. Those
unable to pay were sold off as slaves until their debt was
repaid to their owners, at which time they were returned
their freedom.

We shall take a look at each of these five brothers.
Though it is possible to trace four of them through many
generations, space limits a look at only the first few gener-
ations. Only John's family will follow through to the pre-
sent time.

Jacob and Lewis and Henry settled in the Shenandoah
Valley of Virginia. The English translations for the Indian
word, Shenandoah is "daughter of the stars."

While the Germans enjoyed relative religious freedom,
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disagreements soon arose. The Germans who arrived prior
to 1720 hated the Lutheran belief. These Germans called
"Dunkards" were Baptist by faith. During this period,
there were thousands of Mennonites. They were often
scoffed at and persecuted as Quakers because of their simi-
larities in beliefs.

Reverend John Koontz established the first church in
Shenandoah in 1760. Because of their persecution, Men-
nonites soon converted over to the Baptist faith.

In 1804, Henry (Bentz) Pence and wife Mary (Blimley)
with married children moved to Champaign Co., Ohio, At
this time Ohio was only a wilderness occupied by Indians,
but they prevailed and made their homes here.

There has been much speculation by many as to the
family connections with the Pence families across America.
There has been little written about the Pence families.
What I have found has usually been speculation, nothing
concrete has ever been found stating: John b. 1772 was
son of John Jr. who was born to Johann(Bentz) Pence. I
do know for definite fact that the John born 1772 is the
father of those who came to Crawford Co. as he himself
was here when the 1850 census were taken.

Though it has not and seems nearly impossible to
prove who John's father was, with the census and early in-
formation and information of other Pence histories we
know there is a family connection with those who came
from Germany. The resemblance of the Crawford Co.
Pences and those of other Pence families are almost defin-
ite proof that the connection is there.

I have done extensive study of the five Pence (Bentz)
brothers that came to America and by the process of elim-
ination of each of these brothers, it has left only one bro-
ther who could perhaps be the one John descended from.

George Henry Pence (Bentz), the youngest of the bro-
thers, has one of the most complete and comprehensive
study of his descendents, thanks to the fact that his will
named his 19 children and, fortunately for this family, his
Bible has remained in the hands of his descendents.

. I then considered Frederick, a brother Bentz, but re-
search showed him having completely disappeared soon
after arriving to America, probably dying, which I believe
to be the case. The next logical thing to do was to go on
to one of the other brothers, so I chose Lewis. But the

l
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dates and names would not fit the pieces of puzzle to our
John. Discarding Lewis, I went on to brother John
(Bentz). I kept running into dead ends with him so I drop-
ped the notion of following him. I continued my search
with Jacob. I was excited, thinking I had found my mark.
But again the pieces just wouldn't fit.

I was just about to the end of my rope and this book,
exhausting all the information I could find, when at last,
at last I came up on the information I had been seeking all
these months.

Though as I said previously, this is not conclusive or
confirmed information, the family resemblance, the dates
and places coincide greatly with what we know about John
Pence of N.C.

Another reason for the belief I have finally gotten the
pieces together is because of the common given names.
There was a Johann Christoph Bentz who arrived on Ship
Edinburg at Philadelphia Sept. 19, 1752, who I feel is the
brother John Pence. It seems that everything I have found
is in agreement that there was a John Pence with eight chil-
dren in both Va. and S.C., who I believe to be the son of
Johann Bentz. Of the six boys and two girls which John
Jr. had I know Elizabeth, John III, b. 1772, and Jacob are
his and possibly Abraham and Philip. Though it seems
most of the early Pences were born in Va. (the Shenando-
ah area) and S.C., North Carolina borders very closely to
the counties that they were found in. Among those early
in S.C. are an Andrew, Charles, Isaac, John, Christopher,
Jacob and Abraham. Abraham has been noted as being in
N.C. as I'm sure has the others.

John b. 1772 and his father John Jr. has been found to
be in Ala. as were Abraham, Jacob and a Philip.

Of the John Jr.'s children we have Elizabeth born in
Va. who married Samuel Comer, Jacob born 1767 married
Barbara Kemp Feb. 27, 1790, John born 1772 N.C. and
Abraham born S.C. 1774.

John of N.C. married Elizabeth Lucas April 13, 1795.
It seems he had a son born before his daughter Elizabeth
who was born 1800. He was probably married but died
before the next census were taken causing us not to get his
name. His wife may have been Sally or (Silly) Pence who
was listed on the 1840 Jackson Co., Ala. census. She was
listed with two young children. Also listed on the 1840
census was that of William with wife and two children.

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The 1850 Ala. census did not list him but the 1850 Craw-
ford Co. census of Arkansas listed him, his wife Anna and
their children.

Of the Jacob who was also in Ala., must be the brother
of the John born 1772. He was born 1767 and married
Barbara Kemp Feb. 27,1790 in Va. I have found this list
of his children: George b. 1791; Elizabeth b. 1793; John
b. 1795 married Susannah McCracken; Jacob Jr., b.1797;
Henry b. 1799; Christian b. 1801; Peter b. 1803; William
b. 1805; Adam b. 1807; Susannah b. 1809; Charles b.
1811.

The children of Jacob Jr. born 1797, son of Jacob, son
of John Jr., son of Johann (Bentz): Polly b. 1826; Casan-
dra b. 1830; Sarah b. 1832; John G. b. 1835; Nancy b.
1840;

John Pence born 1795, son of Jacob, son of John Jr.,
son of Johann (Bentz) married Suzannah McCracken. Of
their children I only got four of them though there were
more: John II b. Feb. 24, 1814; Margaret b. Oct. 24,
1817; George Washington b. July 20, 1818; Hiram Jacob
b. Oct. 24, 1822.

Children of John II b. 1814, son of John, son of Jacob,
son of John Jr., son of Johann: Artemus b. Oct. 20,1838;
George Washington b. 1840; Robert Jacob b. May 2,1842;
Suzanne b. 1844; Sarah b. 1846; Mary Elizabeth b. 1848;
Marthy b. 1850, Rissy b. 1853, Margarite b. 1856; Isabelle
b. 1857.

Children of George Washington b. 1818, son of John,
son of Jacob, son of John Jr., son of Johann (Bentz): Hi-
ram McDonald b. Aug. 19, 1845; Mary Melisa, William G.,
George Benona, Helen G., Clarence Clifton b. Jan. 1, 1858;
Effie Bernice.

Children of Hiram Jacob, son of John, son of Jacob,
son of Johann (Bentz): William Henry b. Sept. 9, 1855;
George Washington b. 1853; Mary Ann b. Jan. 21, 1858;
Nancy M. b. April 3, 1860.

The reason for listing the families I have is to note the
similarities in given names and for the fact that I have
some pictures of these family members. I have a picture of
Artemus, son of John Pense 11, son of John, son of Jacob,
son of John Jr., son of Johann (Bentz). (The spelling of
the names for the children of John and Suzannah Pense
had also begun the spelling of Pense.) This picture of Arte-
mus is an exact likeness of John Pense, son of William and

J
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Anna Pense. William is the son of John b. 1772. I also
have a picture of William Henry who was b. 1855, son of
Hiram Jacob, son of John, son of Jacob, son of John Jr.,
son of Johann {Bentz). This picture of William is the exact
likeness of William Henry b. 1871, son of John and Mar-
gret (Dyer) Pense. Because of the common given names
and the resemblance, there is almost no doubt that they
are related.

It is interesting to note too, that Henry (Bentz) Pence
served in the Revolutionary War of 1776. He was listed a
private soldier under Michael Readers Co. of the Va. Mili-
tia. Also listed was Frederick Pence, son of Jacob, son of
Jacob (Bentz) Pence.

Listed too was Lewis III Pence, son of Lewis Jr., son of
Lewis (Bentz) Pence. John Jr., son of Johann (Bentz)
Pence also served in this war.

It seems important that I mention here, why the dif-
ferent spellings of the Pense name. The name was original-
ly Bentz. Upon arrival to America the name Pence was
adopted, though many variations were used such as Benz,
Bens, Bense, Pentz, Pens among other ways of spelling,
Pence seemed to be foremost. It was not until sometime
around 1870's 1880's that the spelling of Pense came into
use. Seemingly only those of Crawford Co. area adopted
this spelling. To simplify matters, I have pretty much
stuck with the spelling of Pense. Joseph's, then Charles's
sons seem to be the ones to begin this spelling as they are
listed in the marriage records with this way of spelling
their name.

JACOB

Jacob was the oldest of the brothers to migrate to
America. He was born around the turn of 1700. He sailed
the Phoenix and disembarked at Philadelphia Sept. 15,
1749. He and his brother Lewis sailed together.

On Aug. 30, 1766 Jacob was granted 262 acres on the
Hawksbill Creek in Frederick Co., Va. He and wife, Bar-
bara had five children. Jacob died in 1778.

Frederick was the oldest of their children. He was
born 1757, Pa. He fought the British-American War of
1776. Jacob was a wagonmaker and a gunsmith. These
are the children of Jacob. If there were more. I was unable
to find them: Barbara b. Dec. 20, 1765, Va., married Hen-
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ry Harshburger; Mary b. in Va., married Jacob Harshbur-
ger; Daniel married Catherine Prince April 10, 1789; Eliza-
beth married John Fries May 5,1793.

Frederick married first a Mary 1778 and lived in Shen-
andoah, Va. She died 1818. He moved with his children
to Ohio in 1819 and second married Margaret (Peggy) Ven-
is Sept. 9, 1819 Oh. No children. Peggy d 1836. He d.
1835 Ohio.

Children of Frederick and Mary: David b. 1779 Va.,
married Barbara Offenbaucher. She was b. in Va., daugh-
ter of Jacob Offenbaucher. They had ten children. Bar-
bara d. 1836. David d. in Ohio; Frederick Jr., b. 1781 Va.,
married Amelia Jenkins Nov. 9,1811. She was b. 1783
and d. 1859 Ohio. Frederick d. Feb. 2, 1836 Ohio. They
had ten children.; Jacob was b. 1781 Va., married Eliza-
beth Widock Sept. 4, 1802. She was the daughter of Hen-
ry Widock. Jacob d. Oct. 9, 1834 Ohio. They had 11 chil-
dren; John born 1782 Va., married Mary Frances Hoffman
Dec. 25, 1815. She died prior to 1824 Ohio. John and
family moved to Ohio in 1822. He second married Bar-
bara Loudenback. She was b. Feb. 5, 1800 Va., died Sept.
9, 1863 Ohio. John and Mary had three children. He and
Barbara had 13. John was a veteran of the 1812 war. He
d. Sept. 19, 1845 Ohio; Daniel b. 1784 Va., married Eli-
zabeth Johnson Nov. 3, 1814. She was b. Nov. 7,1790
Va., d. Aug. 11, 1852 Ohio. They had five children. Dani-
el d. Jan. 17, 1853, Ohio.

Catherine b. in Va., married Daniel Fries July 24,
1815; Isaac b. April 10, 1792, Va., married Sarah Cather-
ine Waint Nov. 12,1817. She was b. Nov. 4,1785 Va., d.
June 12, 1850 Ohio. They had 13 children. Isaac served
in the 1812 war. He committed suicide Feb. 14, 1860 and
is buried in Ohio; Martin b. 1800 Va., married Susannah
Maggert Sept. 14, 1820. She was b. 1804 Va., daughter of
Benjamin Maggert and Susannah Pence. She is the grand-
daughter of Henry Pence and Mary Blimley. They had 14
children. Martin d. Oct. 11, 1859; Susannah b. Nov.
married Wesley Arrowsmith April 8, 1824. He was b. Jan.
20, 18-- Ky. son of Ezikiel Arrowsmith and Elizabeth Ken-
ton. He d. July 31, 1844. Susannah d. Aug. 19, 1868, Oh.

fact that he was listed as Christian Frederik Panse who ar-
rived in Philadelphia on ship Peggy on Sept. 24, 1753. He
had evidently died shortly after coming to America.

LEWIS
Jon Ludwig Bentz born around 1730 Germany arrived

at Philadelphia with brother Jacob on the Phoenix Sept.
15, 1749. He changed his name to Lewis Pence. On Aug.
26, 1754 he purchased 49 acres in Virginia from Ru-
dolf Mauk. On Nov. 7, 1757 Lewis was granted 440 acres
of land in Shenandoah , Va. Lewis and his wife Barbara
sold their 49 acres and moved to Shenandoah.

Their son Lewis Jr., born in Germany died 1779 Va.

He married first a Barbara, second a Minerva. Lewis and
Barbara had Lewis II and John. Lewis and Minerva had
Susanna who married Benjamin Kegert Mar 2, 1794.

Lewis II born 1762 Va., married in Va. Barbara Kiblin-
ger April 29,1782. She was born in Germany. Lewis and
family moved to Champaign, Ohio in 1820. Barbara died
Sept. 25, 1825 Ohio. Lewis died 1834 Ohio.

Their children: Jacob born 1824 Oh. , married Cather-
ine; Barbara born 1784, died pre 1865, Ind., married Jonas
Philips; Susannah married George Meyers, died 1826, Ind.,
no children; Martin b. Mar. 19, 1790, married Elizabeth
Corder; Mary b.

Henry, the youngest of the brothers by many years,

was born in Germany 1740. He was listed as Joerg Hein-
rick Bentz on the ship Rawley. He traveled with a Carl
Bentz, perhaps an uncle or cousin. He arrived in Philadel-
phia Oct. 23, 1752. He changed his name to George Henry
Pence.

In 1765 he married Mary Magdalene Blimley, often re-
ferred to as Mary Flowers. Blimley or Blumlien translates
"little flower" in English from German. She was b. 1746 -
1749. It is quite plausible that her father was the Johan
Joerg Flowers who arrived at Philadelphia on the Edinburg
Aug. 13, 1750.

Henry was granted 474 acres of land in Frederick Co.
Va. near Hawksbill Creek, where their children were born.

Henry;fMary and most of their children moved to
Champaign Co. Ohio. Some of Henry's children moved on
to Ill. and Ind.

Henry died Mar. 1, 1824, Oh. Mary died Sept. 20,
1829,Oh. Of their 19 children, two of them died young
infants unnamed. Their children: Jacob b. Sept. 15, 1767
married Maria (Mary) Coffman June 7, 1803. She was
born 1778, the daughter of Martin Jr. Coffman and Mary
Taylor.

1769 Va. daughter of Daniel
Mauk. She d. Jan. 26, 1851 Oh. Abraham and Elizabeth
moved to Champaign Co. Oh. in 1811. Abraham was a
Baptist deacon and was an Indian scout during the Indian
war. He was killed 1839 and is buried in Oh. They had
four children.

Magdalene b. Jan. 31, 1771 Va., evidently died unmar-
ried.

Susannah b. July 4, 1772 Va., married Benjamin Mag-
gert May 1, 1794. He d. 1805 in Va. They had four chil-
dren. She second married Thomas Jenkins Jr. Susannah
d. May 21,1853 Oh.

John b. Jan. 15, 1774 married in Va. Eve Piper Dec.
22, 1795. She was b. Jan. 15, 1775, daughter of August-
ine Piper. She d. 1800 Va. They had two children. John
second married Elizabeth Steinberger in Va. July 4, 1803.
She was b. 1783 Va., daughter of John Steinberger and
Elizabeth Nauman. She d. 1824 Ind., where John and
family moved to from Oh. After Elizabeth's death he and
the children moved to Ill. where he married Mrs. Elizabeth
Records in 1826. John had a total of 16 children. He d.

WINFREY VALLEY
On a clear spring day, from the top of the Boston

Mountains on hiway 71, when the trees have just a tinge of
green, you can see, several hundred feet below, the little
valley of Winfrey. You can see the lush green valley run-
ning north and south, lying nestled between the mount-
ains. Meandering its way through the valley is a little river
known as the Frog Bayou, named for a Frenchman,
"Frauq".

The valley began its settlement with the Penses, the Pe-
ters, the Wrights, Neeleys and the Vaughts who arrived in
1842 These families came from the northeastern corner
of Alabama, making their way across the state and the
state of Mississippi, coming to the Arkansas River, they
traveled by boat to Van Buren, Ark. Hitching their wa-
gons and tying their cows they cut a wagon trail through
the growth and underbrush to the place now known as
"Winfrey"

At the time of their arrival there were no settlements
nearby other than that of Abraham Cartwright who home-
steaded on a mountainside at the north end of the valley
(see Cartwright in Allied Family Section). William and
Anna did not arrive in Winfrey until 1849.

Winfrey Valley Church
In a steel strongbox a Bible and the following history

of Winfrey Valley was buried in the foundation of the Win-
frey Valley Church:

Winfrey was settled in the late 1800's by Colonel Win-
frey after the Civil War. The main occupation of the valley
people was saw-milling. Among the many settlers in the
valley were the Jameses, Cooks, Penses, Calhouns, Wake-
fields, Orricks, Wells, Darlings, Sebourns, Francises, Mea-
dors, Provences and Shepherds.
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Located in the center of this valley was an old school-
house called "Singleton". Some have said it was called this
because there were so many young single people. Others
have said it was called so because it was the single coming
together place for the people of the valley. Another
schoolhouse was later built on this same location and was
later called "Winfrey" after the Winfrey who ran the local
post office.

About June 1, 1909 the first church service was held in
the schoolhouse by Evangelist A.B. Cox. Winfrey has been
called "Holy ground" because it was here that the out-
pouring of God's spirit began in this area. After fasting
and praying for eight days, Seeley Pense became the first
person in the Valley to receive the baptism of the Holy
Spirit. From here the baptism in the Holy Spirit spread to
other surrounding communities. Winfrey Church had a re-
putation of good singing, worship and fellowship. People
would load up their families aiQi' wagons to ride many
miles to camp meetings held here.

In 1970, the second schoolhouse was torn down be-
cause of its dilapidated condition. This present church
building took seven years to construct. It was built with
the love, prayers, hands and money of the local people
who had a desire for their own home church, and many
other Christians. With little more than the frame up, Murl
D. Fincher, led by the Lord to Winfrey, held the first ser-
vice in the new building at 8 p.m. on June 17, 1977. The
Lord's Spirit came down and called Winfrey "The Valley
of Peace and Love".

This Bible is buried for the purpose of the preserva-
tion of God's Holy Word for future generations with the
intentions of His Word being the foundation of this
Church; Jesus being the Chief cornerstone. It is our pray-
er that this church be a sanctuary where the Lord will be
worshipped and honored in Spirit and in Truth, where
there is no discrimination, for the Lord is no respector of
persons; where people will come to have their needs met;
where souls will be saved by the shed blood of Jesus Christ
and where Christians will assemble with unity in the Spirit
and love for one another as Christ loved us; where the
Holy Spirit will fill souls; where everything that is done is
for the glory of God.

School in Winfrey "
Going to school in Winfrey was quite an experience.

Just getting there became an adventure. One time there
was a mountain lion spotted roaming around Winfrey and
it became a terrifying thought that it might be lurking be-
hind a rock or tree just waiting to pounce. For the longest
time the fathers of the children would walk with their
children most of the way to make sure they would be safe.
Though the menfolk kept a sharp eye out for him, the lion
was never seen that it might be killed.

One evening about dark Dillard and Millard, just young
boys at the time, were walking home when they heard the
mountain lion scream. It set the hair on their heads on
end. They could hear him following them in the wooded
area. Dillard assumed that he was stalking deer or some
other prey. When it sounded quite near, Dillard warned
Millard to stand still as it would probably just go on by.
Millard retorted "You can stay here if you want. I'm get-
ting the heck out of here!" Millard took off running and
didn't stop until he had reached home.

Opal wrote that she, Millie and Orville would often
walk to school with Pearl, Ott and Leona in the mornings.
If John and Nancy had just killed a hog, the kids would
have ham or sausage on their biscuits. Opal remembers:
Aunt Nancy would always tuck some extra in the tin lunch
boxes and tell her kids "Now be sure you give some to Mil-
lie, Opal and Orville". Opal says, "That always tasted so
good as we always seemed to have only biscuits and molas-
ses' .

There was an old swinging bridge over the creek down
in Winfrey which we had to cross going to school. The
boys would always run on ahead of us girls and be across
by the time we got there. As we would cross the bridge,
they would shake that old bridge. Millard, Willard and Ott
thought it was funny to scare us to death like that. Dillard
would often make them stop so we could get across. If it
was warmer weather and the stream not too deep, us girls
would wade across rather than chance that old bridge.".
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Winfrey's Character
Every town, every community has its "character", that

one unique person. And so Winfrey had its "character".
Without mention of Dick Peters, the story of Winfrey Val-
ley would be incomplete.
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I suppose he could be called lazy, a tramp, a wanderer.
Whatever the people of Winfrey thought of Dick Peters
doesn't really matter, they took care of their own. The
families of that time --late 1890's into the late 1920's --

would have their turn of his visits. He was always invited
to supper wherever he paid a visit. Sometimes even being
invited to spending the night. Callie Pense kept a few blan-
kets washed and put away for just such visits.

Opal remembers Dick Peters eating at her grandmoth-
ers once or twice a year and how the kids would enjoy
watching him eat plate after plate. After supper he would
always take his old violin out of the old sack he carried
and play for them to pay for his supper. She says it was
the most beautiful music.

Penny Rutherford can remember being very little when
Dick Peters made his visits. She can't remember ever see-
ing anyone eat as much as he could. He would often wait
in the woods ti1 the dinner bell rang, then make a flying
dash down the road to meet the men coming in from the
fields and then act as though he just happened by. And of
course getting an invitation to supper. She recalls his vio-
lin music being the most beautiful music she has ever
heard.

Speaking of characters, there was one Pense born
around the close of the 1800's who had turned to steal-
ing, a profession begun in school. He evidently had a won-
derful sense of humor.

While growing up, his parents would give him money
and send him to town to buy grain. He would then steal
the grain and keep the money and as the old saying goes,
would "paint the town red".

His stealing got out of hand and was eventually caught
and jailed for several years. When he was released and
home again, while having a meal one evening consisting of
black-eyed peas, pushing his peas around, he was asked if
anything was wrong to which he replied, "I can't eat them
peas, they ain't got no weevils in 'em,"

Again, he turned to stealing and fleeing from the law
he went to Okla. There he was caught. Being escorted
back to Arkansas by train, he saw an opportunity to es-
cape. He lowered his window and hopped off. The start-
led lawman leaned out the window of the moving train to
see his prisoner standing beside the train waving him on,
grinning from ear to ear.

William Alexander Pense, son of William and Anna was

b. 1837 Jackson Co., Ala. Though his headstone in the
Alex Pense cemetery in Winfrey reads b. 1837 d. 1923,
William lived to be 115 years old. Rual Pense, son of Har-
vey, testified seeing "01' Uncle Elec", as he was called, out
plowing the cornfields at the age of 110. This has also
been stated by Roland, son of William Henry and Callie
Pense. Those who are still living that can remember him,
remember him as an old man with a shiny bald head and a
mass of cotton white hair covering the back of his head
from ear to ear. Matti Pense, wife of Leonard, remembers
his second wife, Sarah, as being much younger than he was
and says, "she was an aunt as sweet and kind as any you
could wish for. She loved her children and those in Win-
frey". Matti would often go home with their girls after
school or church to play. Sarah would always have the
oven hot and biscuits ready to put in the oven so they
could be eaten while hot. Matti remembers how they
would just melt in your mouth. Sarah would send Alec
out for honey for the biscuits.

One time Sarah worked very hard making Dollie a
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beautiful white dress to wear to church. Upon arriving
home, Dollie had not changed her dress and after dinner
the kids went out to play. Dollie fell from the top of the
mountain and rolled all the way down the mountainside.
Matti felt sure Dollie was in trouble, but Sarah just took
the dress, cleaned it and got it mended somehow.

William first married a Hannah. I have been told that
Hannah was an Edwards but I have not found anything
that proved her maiden name. William second married
Sarah Adelia Vaught July 21, 1887. Sarah was b. May
1867 Crawford Co., Ark., daughter of James "Little Jim"
and Elizabeth Vaught. Sarah died 1932 and is buried in
the Coil Cemetery. (see Vaughts - the Palatine Story)

After much shooting, shouting, and running, Bill was
taken to jail.

When he reached home young Wayne was
out playing in the yard. Bill handed him the sack of candy
and sent him to the house. Wayne went running with ex-
citement to his mother Callie, holding out the sack for her
to see. Callie asked him where he had gotten it thinking
that he may have gotten it out of a drawer or some out-
of-the way place. Upon closer inspection she saw that the
sack was new and knew her husband had come home.

Opal wrote that while they lived with her grandparents
she can remember the large gardens. But most of all she
remembers the cabbage, which drew so many flies. There
were no doors or windows, as few people had any back
then. We had a lot of company. Grandma would fix a
long stick, shread newspaper and tack it to its end. It was
my job to scare off the flies at meal time.

As it was open range, having quite a few cows, the
leader cow always wore a bell. About 3:00 or 4:00 early
one morning, grandma was listening for the bell, not hear-
ing it, she went to look for them. I would sometimes go
with her as I did this particular morning. We found a lot
of mushrooms and she filled her apron full. She always
wore long aprons and they sure came in handy. It was
April, time for the mushrooms. They were cone-shaped
and we called them dry land fish (they have a fish-like fla-
vor). Grandma rolled them in flour and fried them in but-
ter with salt and pepper. Another time, we found a nest
full of goose eggs and again, she carried them home in her
apron.
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There was even a small pear orchard and grandma
made the best pear preserves.

Rozelle farmed and worked in timber wh..mhe lived in
Winfrey. Jay had been in Jenks, Ok. for sometime when
Rozelle made the move to Jenks around 1921 or 1922. He
sold what he couldn't move. Their old grandfather clock
began striking and wouldn't stop. Harvey claimed it to be
a bad sign.

Rozelle and his family moved into a small two room
house in Jenks. The water source was from a creek quite
aways from the house. They had not been in Jenks long
when one evening in Oct. of 1922, Rozelle went for water.
He drank from the creek. He became sick that evening and
became very sick and died from typhoid.

Margaret moved with the children back to Winfrey to
stay with her parents. She then married J. Henry Rush
Oct. 22, 1932. The marriage didn't last long and Margaret
divorced him and again returned home to her parents. She
said she would not marry again until her children were
grown, which she didn't. After they were raised, she did
marry three more times.

We will be in Kansas for a brief visit.with my parents
and friends, then we will return to Hawaii where we hope
to study and do field work for several years. We chose
Hawaii as an ideal place for field work because of its multi-
culture, multi-racial and multi-religious environment.

We often long for the green parks
of Colorado and the clear dry air of Kansas.

My work takes me all over the city. I spend two
hours on the subway. If I can sit down, I use the time to
catch up on my reading.

As we look back over the past.five years, we are
grateful for the experience of a new depth in living. In Ja-
pan we have been blessed with the birth of Randy.

Opal Cox of Pittsburg, Ks. related this story for me:
I remember Uncle George very well. When he lived in

his little log house on the side of the hill, my mom would
take us three kids (Opal, Millie and Orvil) and go see him.
Mom loved to go over and clean house for him. She al-
ways kept our house so clean. Uncle George was always so
pleased when mom scrubbed his plank floors with lye soap
and took his bedclothes home to wash. She would clean
his pots and pans and skillets. He cooked in the fireplace,
as we all did sometimes back then.

One of my best memories was that good cornbread
cooked in the dutch oven, which mom always made, and
the hominy hanging over the fireplace.

Uncle George was cooking turtle one time and told us
there were many kinds of meats in it. (There are seven fla-
vors of meat in turtle). He loved eggs but did not like cats.
We had a pet cat at the time and Millie and I were always
afraid he'd get our cat.

One day mom told Uncle George he needed a woman
for company and to keep house. They advertised for a
wife and soon a very large woman came with her trunk.
Mom would help her with all the cleaning. The woman
told mom about all his faults and said she couldn't put up
with them. Uncle George would complain to mom about
the woman's faults. The woman did not stay long.

George had a habit of stashing money away in a tin can
and then burying it. One time he did just this and was
then unable to find it. He had a gallon bucket full of silver
dollars and was on his way to the bank with it. For one
reason or another, he changed his mind. He found a tree
nearby, marked it with a "p,,'and buried his money under
it. Hearing a twig snap, he looked about thinking someone
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might be nearby. Seeing no one, he left the money and
went on home. The next morning, he and Rufus went to
the place where he had buried it to take it home, but they
couldn't find the money or the tree where he marked it.
It was always believed that George was followed and some-
one had taken the money. The tale of the buried money
has been told over the years and people from all over
would come to look for it.

The main source of income for the people in Winfrey
was the timber that abounded in the Boston Mountains.
John farmed and operated his saw mill. Large gardens pro-
vided fresh vegetables in the summer. Wild berries, plums
and grapes were picked for pies or used to make jellies,
jams and preserves. They canned, dried and laid back what
they could to provide for winter meals. Trapping, hunting,
and fishing put meat on their tables.

Though the depression of the 30's had not yet hit na-
tional proportions, its effect was already being felt by
those living in the little valley of Winfrey. Try as they
might, it became nearly impossible for John and Rufus to
meet the needs of their large families. It soon became ap-
parent they would have to leave their valley home.

When Annie was not yet nine years old, Rufus packed
up his family for the move from Winfrey. Though few
people in the year of 1923 owned any type of auto, Ike
Long owned a pick-up truck. He came to Winfrey to move
Rufus and family to Viney Grove, near where he lived.
They loaded the back of the truck and covered their be-
longings with a large tarp.

Rufus and Ella rode up front in the cab with Ike, while
the kids rode in the back with their belongings.

It rained during the entire move. It was late in the
eveningby the time they reached Ike's home _n too late to
continue on to their new place. They dug out quilts and
bedding to spend the night at Ike's, only to discover the
tarp had leaked like a sieve. They slept under their damp
quilts and the kids took colds. Annie ended up with a se-
vere case of tonsilitis.

Rufus continued to farm and would often hire out to
other farmers. Though he was still without an automobile
Rufus worked on the Washington County Court House in
Fayetteville, walking the distance from Viney Grove daily.
He worked on the W.P.A. crew, an organization formed to
improve and clean up Arkansas highways.
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In the spring of 1927, John made his move to Savoy in
Washington County. He continued to travel to Crawford
County, where he cut and hauled logs to other saw mills.

Just prior to John's death, he rented a small place in
Prairie View, where the owners were building a new house
to rent.

John was on his way to Fayetteville with a wagon load
of timber when he was struck with an attack of appendici-
tis. He spent the night at the home of a preacher in Fayet-
teville and returned home the next morning. Two days
later he became very ill and a neighbor, Ed Littrell, took
him to the city hospital in Fayetteville. The doctors pre-
pared to operate and had gotten him on the operating
table when he died --October 28, 1928.

Though John died before he was able to move his fam-
ily to the rented farm, Nancy moved her family into the
house when it was completed. She continued to care for
her family, farming the land, raising chickens and selling
eggs. Dewey stayed home helping his mother with the
farm. After her death, he went to work for Washington
County Highway Department.

George Daniel lived with one family member or an-
other until his death in 1932.

Bob and Dora (Hilliard) Miller left Arkansas sometime
during the '20's, going to Illinois looking for work. Not
long after, Eck and Em left for Illinois, too. In 1928, Clif-
ford with his wife and first child, Lois Ray, loaded up his
model T Ford, taking Dillard with them to join Clifford's
parents in East St. Louis, Illinois. They went to work at a
chemical plant. Dillard stayed with Bob and Dora until his
father John, died, at which time he returned home. He
again went back to Illinois, staying with Eck and Em. Af-
ter Dillard and Zola married, Willard went to live with
them. Willard went to work at the chemical plant and re-
tired from there in 1977.

Millard too went to Illinois, looking for work at the
plant. Unable to obtain a job due to health problems, he
returned to Arkansas.

Millard and Lela, with their two daughters, Betty and
Juanita went to Auburn, California where Millard worked
the rock quarry and in construction during the war. He
moved back east to Pryor, Oklahoma and worked in the
powder plant. After the war, he moved to Prairie View

and worked for the Washington County Highway Dept.
Ollie, too, moved to Illinois, living with Dillard and

Zola, working for the railroad in St. Louis. He later
bought a farm in,Omaha, Illinois.

Her husband
hearing her shouting that she would chop the rooster's
head off, came running from the house demanding to
know what the ruckus was. She told him what the rooster
had done and he replied, "No, don't kill the rooster, we

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need him." "But we need our beans", she replied. So-o-o
they got the rooster, cut open his craw, retrieved the seeds,
sewed up the rooster, sowed the seeds and had both.

Another of these stories related from Bonnie: Back
when Arkansas had open range, the cows ran free. Cow-
bells were worn by the cows, usually a lead cow or older
cow to make.tQeir location easier.

Every night George, Bonnie's husband would hear this
cow coming down the lane, ding-dong, past his house,
ding-dong on to his barn lot. Every morning, George
would find a little more of his corn gone from his bin.

One evening he cooked up a plan to catch this cow, as
he wanted to find out who it belonged to. He told his
wife, Bonnie,what he planned to do. That evening when
they heard their nightly visitor, he slipped out the door,
thinking the children were asleep. They knew something
was going to happen and they wanted in on the excite-
ment. When "Paw" left the house they listened to hear
what was going on. They soon heard the frantic ding-dong
ding-dong of the cow bell and then nothing. All was quiet.
When the children wanted to know if Paw had killed the
cow, George burst out laughing.

It seems the culprit turned out to be a two-legged var-
mit. To throw suspicion from himself, he carried with him
an old cow bell. Needless to say when George grabbed the
leg of this man, he dropped his bell and sack of corn and
fled into the woods.

Lineage of Joseph P. Pense

Joseph P. Pense, son of John and Elizabeth, was b.
1833 Jackson Co., Ala. The 1850 Ark. censuslists Joseph
as living with WilliamHoward and fa~ily. If there is a
family connection, I found none. Perhapshe hired Joseph
as a laborer, as Mr. Howard had another young man living
with him at that time and was listed as a laborer. Joseph
married Belinda Pride Orrick pre-1858. She was b. 1836,
daughter of Ansel L. Orrick b. 1810 Tenn. and Patsy? b.
1809 Tenn. Pride d. pre-1870. On the 1870 census, Jo-
seph was listed without a wife and two children: James
and Archibald. There was a Sarah B. Pense age 20, living
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with them and a H.W. Pense living with them too, age 20.
I have no idea who these two are. Joseph evidently mar-
ried again between 1870 and 1880 as the 1880 census lists
him again without a wife but having seven children. Evi-
dently his wife died in childbirth with the birth of their
baby daughter Nancy, who was only three months old at
the time of the 1880 census. Joseph again married, this
time to Nettie Rose Jan. 9, 1881. I have no way of know-
ing if there were children born of this marriage, though it
is possible, as Nettie was only 32 at the time of their marri-
age. The 1890 census was destroyed in a fire, which would
have given us an account of this marriage. I could not find
anything of Joseph and Nettie on the 1900 census.

What I have of Joseph's family is rather sketchy, but
has proven to be quite interesting. Eventually I hope to be
abl~ to complete his family.

According to some old letters belonging to grandchild-
ren of James Robert, it is stated that James Robert was a
Deputy Marshall under Judge Parker -- the reputable
"Hanging Judge" of Ft. Smith, Ark. A trip to Ft. Smith
proved fruitless as there wasn't anything to be found of
James Pense. This doesn't disprove the fact as I was told
by historians there that Judge Parker enlisted the help of
hundreds of men during the time he was in office between
the years 1875 to 1869 and only a fraction of these men
are listed.

Interestingly enough, searching for James, there was an
L.J. Pence listed. In trying to find a family connection, I
found L.J. Pence and wife Jennie on the 1900 census liv-
ing in Van Buren Twp., Crawford Co., Ark. He was b.
1854 Mo., had one child. I could not determine who his
parents were.

Also found was a William T. Bentz, who worked under
Parker. Believing there was some family connection, my
search came across a William Thomas Pence b. Oct. 1842
in Ind. and wife Mary A, b. Nov. 1845 on the 1900 Sebas-
tian Co., Ark. census. His mother and father both were
born in Ohio. This brought to mind that some of Henry
Pence (Bentz) children moved from Va. to Oh. to Ind.
Looking over his information, I found William T. Pence b.
1842 Ind., married Mary Alfreda Campbell-- her birthdate
given - 1848. Williams' parents were Allen and Christine
Pence both b. in Ohio. Allen was the son of John and
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John the son of Henry Pence (Bentz). If these Williams are
the same, then I don't understand why the spelling of
Bentz.

Another item of interest depicted from these old let-
ters is the connection of Jesse James and Maggie, wife of
Archie Balyell Pense, son of James Robert. According to
these letters, of which I have copies, sent to me by Pat
Coleman, granddaughter of Prudence Pense Skidmore,
written by Mary Frances, daughter of John Harvey to Pat's
mother, Leona Lorraine, Mary Frances has in her possess-
ion a tintype of Jessee James' step-daughter, Maggie. The
letter states she was Aunt Maggie, wife of Uncle Archie.
My first husband, Paul Hager buried Maggie's stepfather,
Jesse James. He died a very old man. He and Maggie's
mother went by her maiden name, Jolly. He lived in
heavy disguise until he died. He was not killed. as be-
lieved. They are all dead now but Maggie, and even now
she doesn't like to talk about it.

One day Odell's son Mark
will manage this growing business.

Children of Clifford and Delpha of Fredericktown, Mo.

Chester, Ark.

The top of this mountain, though gazing up at it one
would not think so,spreads out into level fields and forests.

Abraham and his brother were born and bred Tennes-
see gentlemen. They moved to Alabama and then on to
Arkansas. Abraham homesteaded the ridged mountain and
his brother homesteaded a parcel of land just to the north
and east ofthe valley in Winfrey.

For reasons unknown, the two brothers exchanged
homesteads. Abraham's brother improved the land atop
the ridge and it soon became known as the Cartwright
Mountain. The Cartwright children and the children of
Winfrey, when the weather permitted, walked to the one-
room school in the valley, taught by Becky Wright.
